Highlights of the March CTC Meeting

2C   Adoption of the Standards for Clear Education Specialist Credentials, Audiology etc...  
This item has a number of changes that will affect IHE’s.  Some of the requirements previously in the Level II Education Specialist are moving to the Preliminary in the revised Standards.  There will no longer be an employment requirement to receive a Preliminary.  In addition options will be available to earn a Level II without employment.  Induction will allow for clearance of more than one credential with one Induction experience.  Adapted PE will be able to be added to the Education Specialist Credential.  That was the good news, the discouraging news was the Audiology portion.  Due to newer requirements of a earned doctorate for Audiology from Consumer Affairs, the already small number of Audiology programs will grow smaller.  More concerning will be the difficulty of the districts to fill those positions.  Current credential holders in that area have a few years to obtain a doctorate.  Commission staff were urged to seek a way to retain a credential that doesn’t require a doctorate.
2D  Update on Designated Subjects
Helen Hawley provided a clear explanation of the differences between Designated and CTE credentials.
2E  Update on the review of the CSTP
These proposed standards will go out to the field for extensive feedback.  Probably the most significant change since 1997 is technology.

1H  Evaluation of a State Policy Transformation, Dr. Beverly young CSU Chancellor’s Office

Dr. Young gave an informative presentation on the effects of SB2042.  The CSU system and some private IHE’s each year survey the employers of candidates.  Data presented provided a clear picture of the very positive outcome of SB2042.

4A  Analyses of Bills

Of most interest was the AB148 (Coto) bill which would require the CTC to conduct a study of the Administrative Services credential with the intent of requiring IHE preparation that would provide future candidates with the skills needed to address high school reform and the improvement of underperforming schools.  The Commissioners took a “Watch” position on this bill.
