CCAC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES 

April 8, 2009

Doubletree Hotel, Sacramento

After it had been determined by a roll call that a quorum was present, the meeting of the CCAC Board of Directors was called to order by President Franell Prather at 8:30 AM. 

BOARD OF DIRECTORS PRESENT:  Franell Prather, Peggy Smith Andersen, Denise Roscoe, Paula Sutton, Sylvia Hernandez, and Tedi Kostka. 

PRESIDENTIAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE PRESENT:  Kathy Bettger, Debbie Brumfield, Renee Larson and David Simmons. 

EXCUSED ABSENCE:  Sherry Alertas and Robyn Davila.

PAST PRESIDENTS PRESENT:  Mel Hunt, Nancy Proclivo, Carol Riley, and Edith Thiessen.

GUESTS PRESENT:   Dr. Richard Allen, Janet Bell, and Phyllis Jacobsen.
Agenda:  P. Smith Andersen moved and D. Roscoe seconded the approval of  the April 2009 Agenda be adopted.  The vote was unanimous. 

Past Presidents’ Report--E. Thiessen had the opportunity to participate in an Accreditation visit along with D. Simmons.  She suggested adding more contact information on the CCAC website for the Board of Directors and Past Presidents.

N. Proclivo discussed the classification standards for the CSU credential analyst series and the group work.  The CSU Credential Analyst Series Proposal was distributed for informational purposes.  The proposal eliminates the trainee classification.  New hires would be classified as credential analyst 1, 2, or 3 as determined by responsibilities.  The CSU Deans have been asked to review the proposed standards so they can be submitted to the CSU Chancellor’s Office for approval and implementation.  

M. Hunt suggested ways to encourage people to join CCAC which would include those who cannot attend Conference.  A message to the membership should be sent in September reminding members that CCAC membership can be retained for the cost of $40.  T. Kostka added that consideration for a membership fee discount be given to those who pay by November 1.

Legislative Report—M. Hunt reported that the Administrative bill is not moving forward, AB 1222 is slowly moving forward, and the finance bill was chaptered.  

Editorial Committee Report—this group will be responsible for CCAC Highlights of the Commission meetings and will communicate items of interest to the membership.  The group will meet annually at Conference.  The Committee is composed of IHE, district, and county representatives.  M. Hunt suggested that CCAC should continue to fund attendance to the Commission Meetings for a representative of this group.  A call for volunteers for the committee was made by T. Kostka.  She will receive recommendations of individuals to contact.    T. Kostka will report back regarding the membership of this group.

President’s Report—Franell Prather

Budget— The CCAC fiscal year is Jan. 1 through Dec. 31.  A discussion over ways to lower expenses ensued that included costs incurred for the BOD meeting expenses and dinners (which will be an item for future discussion).  The CCAC membership has dropped by 200 members.  Last year CCAC conference attendance and membership was reduced by 200 people.  CCAC did not make a net income. The draft of the 2009 budget contained four budgetary scenarios based on conference attendees to assist in making a decision for the budget.  P. Smith Andersen moved to use the budget presented for 650 conference attendees.  D. Roscoe seconded the motion with amendment that categories be revised.  A revised budget based on 650 attendees will be presented to the BOD for approval.  Last year’s budget was based on historical budgets with input from Past Presidents.  The budget is generally based on the number of attendees to conference.  

Regional Meetings—concern was expressed over the need for the Regional Meetings based on the current budgetary climate and scheduling conflicts with meetings offered by the CTC and PASSCo.  A motion was made by S. Hernandez to suspend the meetings for 2009 which was seconded by D. Roscoe.  The vote was unanimous.

Evaluation Systems Pearson Conference—historically the President, Vice President for Conference and immediate Past President has been designated to attend this conference.  A replacement is chosen if someone from this group can’t attend.  A problem occurred with airfare reimbursement for the 2008 conference which prompted a review of the policy.  The new Evaluation Systems, Pearson policy will reimburse three representatives from the CCAC BOD/Advisory and Past Presidents which will include airfare.  F. Prather will receive confirmation of the policy.  CCAC members who receive an invitation should not expect reimbursement from NES or CCAC.  

A recommendation was made that there should be a rotation of the Past Presidents for reimbursement.  If Past Presidents attend and are not on the list then the attendee is to approach Dick Allen regarding the possibility of reimbursement.  The President will generate a list and notify members of those who have identified for reimbursement.  An invitation list needs to be generated for the upcoming conference.  M. Hunt will meet with F. Prather regarding the list.    P. Smith Andersen, P. Sutton, and S. Hernandez have been tentatively identified to attend the October Conference.  This will be confirmed by June so the list can go to Dick Allen.  This will be discussed at the June meeting so we can come to a consensus on policy for CCAC attendees.

Dr. Richard Allen and Janet Bell of Evaluation Systems, Pearson joined the group for discussion.  Dr. Allen discussed his involvement in the Title II Report changes and the amount of data collection that will be needed in the future.  Pearson will be involved in the future of grouping state standards.  He discussed the policy of CCAC attendees at the Chicago Conference and ideas for speakers for the October conference.  Discussion revolved around technology and the effects on students (loss of social skills, face-to-face interaction, etc.).  

Janet Bell distributed the approved test dates for 2009-2010.  The new CBEST computer based testing option been very popular.  There are currently 12 testing windows.  Over 6,000 candidates have been tested so far.  This testing option is offered at Pearson Professional Centers (there are 200 Centers throughout the US and 13 in CA alone). Phyllis Jacobsen from the CTC also joined the group to discuss new items underway for 2009. 

· The Administrative Services Exam update, CPACE, will be presented at the April Commission Meeting.  It is anticipated to be offered in spring 2011.  

· Cal TPA will have all single subject areas available by July 1, 2009.  

· The BCLAD/CLAD certificate will no longer be issued separately and will be listed as an authorization on the credential(s) held.  

· TPA data reporting will be included in the 2009 Title II.  

· The RICA exam has been updated and will be implemented with the August 2009 exam which will delay score reporting.  

Contracts required for the administration of many exams will expire in 2010 so an RFP will be sent out so there is not a lapse in service.

Vice President Programs—Peggy Smith Andersen

Conference—P. Smith Andersen distributed an addendum to the 2009 CCAC hotel contract and the Doubletree and Hilton 2009 Convention Contracts.  Negotiations with the Doubletree resulted in keepings the room rate to the 2008 contract, $127/night, and the 2009 contract will be amended to contain the same information as the 2008 contract.  Internet access will also be complimentary for the 2009 attendees.   Thirty days prior to conference the first room night will be charged to the credit card and this will be forfeited if the individual cancels the reservation.  Rooms cancelled during this period will be returned to room block.  

There was an audit of the 2008 rooms to compare the bookings made during the conference dates against the CCAC membership list.  Some members made reservations outside the block but the Doubletree applied this to the CCAC.  This means we do not have to pay the room slippage fee.  CCAC needs 807 or more room nights to avoid paying slippage fees.  A Personal Online Group page (POG) with the rules and regulations was created.  The room list will be matched against membership so we are credited for the room booking.  Future conference planners will need to communicate a firm date for the room block opening to the Doubletree.  

Vice President Membership—Denise Roscoe

Membership Update—D. Roscoe provided the break down on membership as follows:  187 IHE; 434 Districts; 153 County; 49 Other for a total of 783 members.  She has $200 to deposit and $160 from Montibello USD but needs to contact them regarding the missing membership applications.

IHE numbers are going down which could be due to elimination of positions.  A reminder will be sent in September that those who can’t attend conference can still maintain membership.  P. Smith Andersen also suggested that the regular membership form be updated with a box to select for those who do not want their name and contact information published.  This will also be on the Conference Registration form.

D. Roscoe participated in her first Accreditation Visit and highly recommends it as a good professional growth opportunity.  She was assigned to the Common Standards team.   Her university is in the Orange cohort which is scheduled for a visit next year.

Secretary—Paula Sutton

Approval of Minutes—P. Smith Andersen moved to approve the December Minutes which was seconded by S. Hernandez seconded.  The vote was unanimous.
Treasurer—Sylvia Hernandez
Treasurer Reports—the 120 day budget report was distributed.  A travel advance that occurred in 2008 was for travel that occurred in January 2009 so it is split between two budget years.  F. Prather motioned to approve the report and D. Roscoe seconded.  The vote was unanimous.  She also announced that the CCAC post office box that was located in San Diego has been closed.  This needed to be done so the upcoming treasurer would not have to manage this post office box.   F. Prather will check and see if Gilbert and Associates can be used as a secondary address.
Immediate Past President—Tedi Kostka

CCAC Policies—a revised draft was distributed for review.  Additional revisions were discussed as follows:

· Page 5: “Past Presidents” remove sentence, “’Active” shall be defined…”  Also note the attachment regarding Minutes.  

· Page 6: add payment for conference registration is by check or money order.  Remove “or credit cards” and remove…”A person who has registered through Sept. 1.”  

· The mileage reimbursement is updated to .55 cents.  

· Page 9: “Highlights” corrections to notify membership through list serve notice.  

· Page 15: “Professional Growth” remove…”For events… through …is advised….”  

· Page 19: the Conference Registrar Compensation should be updated to $25/hour.  

P. Smith Andersen motioned to approve the changes and T. Kostka seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.

Elections—F. Prather suggested that more northern California members be encouraged to serve on the Board of Directors and Advisory Committees since the current composition is mostly southern California members.

Advisory Committee Reports

Kathy Bettger, County Representative—is still working through employment issues and layoffs.

Debbie Brumfield, IHE Representative—sent out a welcome email and reported that her IHE proceeded with a third level of layoffs.  

Renee Larson, IHE Representative—attended the Western States Conference and will forward the Power Point Presentations from the conference when they are received.  A new organizer will be in charge of the 2010 Conference which will be held in San Diego.  Her institution lost a Credential Analyst but gained a new Campus College Chair.  There has been no drop in enrollment.

Sherry Alertas, District Representative—report presented by F. Prather— was unable to attend because of reporting issues related to layoffs.  

David Simmons, County Representative—Ventura sponsored a workshop that for employees who receiving pink ships.   IHE and Human Resource representatives were invited to present information on adding authorizations to credentials and requirements for Education Specialist programs. About 225 attended the event.  Candidates presented transcripts for evaluation for added authorizations.  He discussed the Math Panel’s charge to re-evaluate all authorizations and standards and referred interested parties to view the information on the CTC website.

Old Business—none.
New Business—none.
D. Roscoe motioned to adjourn the meeting at 4:35 PM.  This was seconded by P. Smith Andersen.   The vote was unanimous and the motion carried.
Addendum:  Votes were taken via email (Article V, Section 11) on the following:

April 27, 2009—a motion was made by F. Prather to approve payment to the Doubletree for expenses incurred for the April meeting in the amount of $5898.38.  This was seconded by P. Sutton and the motion carried.

May 11, 2009—a motion was made by F. Prather to fill the position of the County representative, vacated by K. Bettger due to retirement, by Valerie Flatt through October 31, 2009.   This was seconded by S. Hernandez and the motion carried.
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
